Summary
The Alamance Partnership for Children (APC) is a not-for-profit organization serving young children and families in Alamance County. The Partnership is seeking to contract local child care providers and teachers to provide quality child care at trainings/programs offered to parents and caregivers. This part-time position is an independent contractor position paid by the hour. Independent Contractors will receive a 1099 and are responsible for all self-employment taxes. 

Responsibilities
Under the guidance of the Partnership’s Incredible Years/Kaleidoscope Coordinator the Child Care Provider is responsible for:
· Providing developmentally appropriate evening child care for young children during Incredible Years (IY) Programs.  Care providers work one to two evenings a week for up to 6 hours per week. The 14-week IY courses operate in the fall and winter/spring. 
· Arriving at meeting location 15 minutes prior to program start time.
· Remaining after the training/program to assist with clean-up of the child care space - returning it to its original condition.  

Requirements
To be eligible for consideration individuals must complete and provide the following:
· NC Child Care Credentials or EDU II9
· APC application form
· Criminal background check, including the sex offender registry
· APC Confidentiality Statement
· Negative TB test (within last 12 months)
· Applicants must also have reliable transportation for the duration of the position.
Compensation
Individuals will be paid at a rate of:
$15 per hour without completion of Incredible Years Teacher training.
$17 per hour with completion of Incredible Years Teacher training.

Verification of Incredible Years Teacher training must be provided to receive the higher rate.
